5 WORK SITE PRECAUTIONS

ff Never drop start the chainsaw. 
Always start on the ground to 
avoid losing control.

ff Never operate above waist height. 
Use alternative equipment  
for pruning or cutting  
branches overhead

ff Identify overhead services,  
such as power lines.  
Be aware trees may 'spring' 
or fall in a dangerous  
direction when cut. Plan cut to 
ensure falling debris does not hit 
 lines or work platforms.

LEATHER CHAPS

 � Operating a chainsaw incorrectly may result in 
serious injuries. Always use proper operating 
techniques to reduce the risk of kickbacks.

 � RISK OF AMPUTATION! Never place hands or feet  
anywhere near the chain!

 � If a blockage occurs, turn off the engine, wait for the  
chain to come to a complete stop and remove the  
spark plug lead before clearing obstructions.  
Chain may cut, even when stationary.

 � Never remove or tamper with safety features of this 
chainsaw. If any of the safety features have been 
tampered with, do not use this machine.

 � Risk of entrapment: never wear loose fitting clothes 
or jewellery. Tie back long hair.

 � Take care when operating in wet or slippery 
conditions. Cutting rocks, dirt or hard material may 
jam the chainsaw and blunt the chain.

 � Exposure to loud noise will lead to long term hearing 
loss. Always wear Class V hearing protection

 � Fuel is highly flammable. Turn off the engine when 
refuelling or when not in use. Guard against spilling 
fuel on hot surfaces.

 � Exhaust gases are poisonous. Never run the 
chainsaw in confined places.

 � FATIGUE WARNING: Do not operate continuously 
for long periods. Operating a chainsaw can be 
physically demanding. Stop if you are feeling tired. 
Consult vibration information if using for extended 
periods. Never operate this equipment if you are 
under the influence of alcohol, drugs, medications or 
any substance capable of impairment. Always shut 
off motor when not in use. Minimum age 18 years.

Before commencing work ensure 
you have a First Aid Kit and Fire 
Extinguisher readily available, and that 
you can call 111 in an emergency.
